In Greek and Roman mythology, the tree was sacred to the oak god Zeus/Jupiter and to his
marriage to the oak goddess Hera/Juno. In Celtic ldgére oak was considered a mystical tree. As a

Christian symbol, the oak is associated with steadfast faith and virtue. In addition, the oak is a symbol of

great achievement, accomplished through patience, dedication, perseverance, and commitment to the

truth. The oak tree now is the centerpiece of the University seal.

The oak leaf depicted in our symbol and icon was designed by gathering actual oak leaves from the
campus, scanning them into a computer, and creating a composite JU oak leaf. The eskpleged in
the seal was inspid by these same trees in tmeature state and replicates the JU leaf design.

A. Individual Efforts
1. All rights and ownership reside exclusively with the author or inventor of the Intellectual
Property if:
a.The Intellectual Property was generated as a result of individual effort and initiative.
b.The Intellectual Property is a pedagogical, scholarly, artistic, or aesthetic work that is
not part of a directed assignment from the University. Unless otherwiseiied in a
contract or another policy (see Section "C"), the author or inventor retains the copyright
in pedagogical, scholarlgrtistic, or aesthetic works produced through the normal
usage of sabbaticals, release time, and professional developmantsgthrough
University programs.
¢.Only incidental use of University facilities and resources was involved in producing the
Intellectual Property. This includes instructional technologies that might be associated
with online courses where the technologimply supplies a delivery mechanism and
does not contribute to the authorship or creative process.
d.The Intellectual Property is course material, such as syllabi, websites, recordings of
classroom activities, assignments, and tests, that is developed at the University by the
author or inventor, unless grant or other outside funding sources indicate wiker
The university shall be permitted to use such Intellectual Property for internal
instructional, educational, and administrative purposes, including satisfying requests of
accreditation agencies for facutguthored syllabi and course descriptions.
e.The Intellectual Property was created by a student, not employed by the University,
solely for the purpose of satisfying a course or degree requirement, including papers,
theses, articles, music, or art. This does not apply if the student was employed,
specifically assigned, and/or funded by the University (see Section "C"). Intellectual
Property created by students in connection with course assignments or in response to
surveys administered by the University shall be available for the university to use fo
internal instructional, educational, and administrative purposes, including the
assessment of student learning outcomes.
2. In the case that the Intellectual Property is an "Individual Effort", a written disclosure to the
Office of the Senior Vice Prdsint of Academic Affairs is not necessary.
3. Jacksonville University will be granted roydlge license to use the Intellectual Property for
internal instructional, educational, and administrative purposes as long as the individual is
employed by the diversity.
B.University Assisted Effort
1. When the University provides the significant use of University resources to assist in
developing the Intellectual Property, the University is entitled to certain rights and privileges.
2. "Significant Use of Uwversity Resources" is defined as the use of University resources that is
over and above the normal level of funding, release time, sabbatical, library resources, research
assistance from librarians, students, and/or graduate assistants, secretariafioalcéessistance,
word processing equipment, databases and equipment already owned or licensed by the
University, specialized facilities, or other support services for the production of Intellectual
Property typically provided by the University. The noroedge of sabbaticals, release time, and
professional development grants by the University shall not constitute the "Significant Use of
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University Resources" unless specified by the University in the terms of the sabbatical, leave, or
grant.
3 As early apossible in the creation of the Intellectual Property, preferably before the author or
inventor meets the criteria regarding the "Significant Use of University Resources," the author or
inventor shall disclose in writing the facts surrounding the creadiotie Intellectual Property
to the Senior Vice President for Academic Affairs (hereafter SVPAA).
4. The written disclosure wiihclude: (1) the names of the author(s)/inventor(s), (2) a
description of the Intellectual Property, (3) a discussion ofdheumstances that led to the
development of the Intellectual Property and the University's involvement, (4) an explanation of
what needs to be done to secure protection for the Intellectual Property, and (5) a discussion of
what is to be done with the leflectual Property and its possible benefit to the University.
5. If the SVPAA determines that the significant use of University resources will be required to
develop Intellectual Property, the University and the author or inventor will negotiate a contract
outlining rights and responsibilities. The contract should, @igmum, describe the work; set
any deadlines and reporting requirements; allocate the rights of each to publish, promote,
revise, or otherwise use the work; delineate what rights, if any, the author/inventor retains for
attribution, future use, or revisin rights; and articulate the division of royalties or revenues, if
any, from the sale of resulting products of Intellectual Property.
6. If an agreement between the author/inventor and the SVPAA is not reached within (60) sixty
days of receipt of the witen disclosure, the SVPAA will convene an Intellectual Property
Committee that will recommend what action should be taken by the University. The committee
will consist of two faculty members or staff of the SVPAA's choosing, two faculty members or
staff o the author/inventor's choosing, and a fifth faculty member or staff agreed upon by the
other four members. After receiving the committee's recommendation, the SVPAA will forward
his/her final decision in writing to the author/inventor, all within thetgixlay period. The
decision may include one of the following:
a.The University will release all ownership rights for the Intellectual Property to the
author/inventors. The University will not require repayment of any expenditure made
by the University ideveloping the Intellectual Property.
b.The University will release all ownership rights for the Intellectual Property to the
authors/inventors. However, the University will require repayment of all expenditures
made by the University in developing thddhectual Property. Repayment will come
out of any royalty income that might be received by the authors/inventors.
c.The University will retain partial ownership of the Intellectual Property with royalty
income to be distributed as given below. Univerdiinds will be used to further
develop, publish/patent, market, and protect the Intellectual Property from
infringement.
d.The University will require an additional sixty days to have the Intellectual Property
evaluated by technical development consulisito ascertain whether there would be
sufficient interest and financial return to justify continuing the development of the
Intellectual Property and its protection. By the end of the sy period, the
University will inform the author/inventor in wiihg which of the above three options
was the final decision. If the University decides to retain partial ownership, the work will
commence immediately and continue at a reasonable pace. Steps will be taken to
maintain and limit the disclosure of patentabinaterials. Royalties derived from the
marketing or licensing of the Intellectual Property will be distributed as follows:

i. All of the revenue generated by the Intellectual Property will first be used to
recover the documentable costs associated with developing the Intellectual
Property, seeking its protection, and marketing.
il. Remaining income will be distributed as follows:
a.Inventor(s) or their heirs 50% of gross royalties
b.Inventor(s)' Department 20% of gross royalties
c.University 30% of gross royalties

1.All rights and ownership of Intellectual Property reside with the University if:

2.Under special circumstances, the University may share royalty income with the author or
inventor of the protected Intellectual Property. Such an arrangement waddire approval by
the President in consultation with the SVPAA and other officers.
3.An individual who gains professional expertise through such Intellectual Property may engage
in professional activities (consulting, presenting at conferences, puldisein.) that may result
in additional compensation.
4.Any "Work for Hire" will be designated as such by the University and will require a written
contract signed both by the employee or student and the University prior to beginning the work
on Intellectual Property. In the absence of a written contract, eutgllectual Property
developed by the individual remains the copyright of that individual.
D.Sponsor Supported Efforts from Outside the University
1.Where the terms and conditions provided in the sponsorship contyaet total or partial
ownership to he University, the following additional considerations will apply:
a.lf the funding proposal to develop Intellectual Property was initiated and written by an
individual or group of faculty or staff for the purpose of conducting research or
developing ingtuctional materials, the University's portion of the ownership of any
Intellectual Property and resulting royalties shall be shared between the University and
the involved individuals using the formula delineated above under "University Assisted
IndividualEffort." The individuals provide the creativity associated with the
development of the protected Intellectual Property.
b.If the funding proposal was initiated by the University and written by faculty or staff
expressly for that purpose, the Universityadl retain all rights and ownership. This can
be considered a "work for hire."
2.Intellectual Property purchased with funds provided by the outside funding agency or
foundation shall remain the property of the University unless stipulated differentlyan
sponsorship contract.
E Anyprovision in this policy may be changed by written agreement among all parties prior to the
granting of Intellectual Property rights. The author or inventor voluntarily may transfer the Intellectual
Property, in whole or ipart, to the University. Such transfer shall be in the form of a written document
signed by the author or inventor.

Early Admission

Appeals of admission decision must be made in writing directly to the Director of Undergraduate
Admission Appeals must be made within 30 days of the initial admission decision. The Admissions
Review Committee will consider appeals based only on additional academic or personal information
provided by the student. Appeal decisions are final.

Requests for deposit extensions or deposit waivers should be made in writing to the Office of Admission.
Partial waivers may be available for students who demonstrate significant financial need as determined

by the financial aid process.

Once the enrolimet deposit is received, the University will provide information about residential life,
new student orientation, academic advising and registration.

JU adheres to the National Association for College Admission Counseling (NACAC) enroliment deposit
deadline of May 1. Priority is given to students who submit their enrollment deposit by March 1.
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Admitted new students should pay their enroliment deposit by May 1 for the fall semester, or within
two weeks following notification of acceptance if admitted after & 1 for the fall semester, or if
admitted for the spring or summer semester.

Deposits received prior to May 1 for the fall semester are fully refundable if the University is notified in
writing prior to May 1 that the applicant is canceling his or heodment. Deposits made after May 1

for the fall semester are nonrefundable. Enroliment deposits for the spring semester and/or summer
semester are nonrefundable.

Deferred Enrollment

Students admitted to Jacksonville University may defer their enrollrf@nip to one calendar year
provided they do not attend another regional accredited college or university during that time. Students
who do complete course work at another college or university must submit official transcripts of that
work for review and pproval before being allowed to enroll.

Transfer Student Application

Application for admission may be obtained online or directly from the Offices of Admission in the

Howard Building. Jacksonville University encourages applications from studentsawhattended

regionally accredited colleges and universities. Transfer students will be considered for admission on the
basis of college or university transcripts if they have the equivalent of at least two (2) semesters (24
semester credit hours) of acathic work following graduation from high school.

If a student is enrolled in a
course for which the examination awards credit,dreshe is entitled to any refund of fees due as of the
date the student sat for the examination. A student is allowed only one attempt within an academic
year to pass the examination.

Credit Awarded- Credit by examination in foreign languages is awariag at the 201 or higher level.

Credits awarded for the CLEP general test will be counted as 100 and 200 level courses. The general
examination may not be counted as 300 or 400 level courses.

Institutional Grants and Scholarsips Programs

Students receiving Jacksonville University scholarships, grants, and athleticigraidtsnust be

enrolled as fultime students. The awards are available to students in good academic standing during
regular fall and spring semesters onlypgdaare not available for study abroad. Any awarded institutional
aid is terminated if the student recipient interrupts ftilne enrollment other than for summer break.
Jacksonville University scholarships and grants may be reduced if the total gifadabkvto a student

is more than the student's Direct Costs, defined as tuition andampus room and board. Unless
specifically stated, scholarships and grants do not cover books.
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Institutional scholarships and grants are awarded for up to four yean®inal degree completion (120
earned credits). For students who are enrolled in their final semester and who require fewer than 12
credit hours to complete their degree requirements, the University may permit a student to receive a
prorated portion of hs or her institutional funding for the final semester. Students who receive
institutional scholarships and grants and who wish to enroll for fewer than 12 credit hours in their final
semester must petition the Director of Financial Aid to determine if tneglify for a prorated award.
Petitions must be filed prior to the beginning of early registration (Mavember and early April) in

order to be considered. Restrictions apply.

Honors Scholarships

Honors Scholarships may be awarded to incoming freshrhemraeptional academic potential who have
been fully accepted for admission before aidbruary. Awards are competitive and contingent on
participation in the annual Honors Competition which takes place on campus in early spring.
Participation in the Hoors Competition is by invitation only.

All Honors Scholarships are renewable for four consecutive academic years, eight semesters, provided
the student remains in good academic standing and enrolled in the Honors program. Should a student
not continue emoliment in the Honors Program, the Honors Scholarship may be replaced with an
alternative award of lesser value.

Loans and Federal Programs

The Davin Loan

This is an institutional, lorgerm loan with an interest rate of 6.5 percent and a fee of 5 percent of the
total loan amount is charged. Students and theirsoggnors must sign a promissory note prior to
disbursement of funds.

timeframe. Progress is measured by Qualitative and Quantitative Standards. SAP is monitored annually
at the end of each spring term. Notifications will be mailed or emailed to students by June 1st every
year.

an Undergraduate degree is 150% of the required credits for that degree. Fofuthdishe

undergraduate students that is 5 years or 10 semesters. For example, an undergraduate degree
program that requires 120 credits means the student cannot exceed 180 credits of attempted
coursework. The time frame for progress towards degreepietion does not automatically increase if

you change your major or pursue a double major. Also, in some circumstances students with
appropriate disability documentation may qualify for ftithe status with reduced course loads;

however, are still helda the same academic expectations as stated above (Qualitative and Quantitative)
Failure to meet the above criteria qualitative and quantitative standards (GPA, Completion Rate,
Maximum Timeframe) will place you on financial aid suspension.

Financial Aid Suspension

Students who fail to meet satisfactory academic progress are placed on financial aid suspension. You
have the option to appeal the suspension. An appeal must be based on an extenuating circumstance
that seriously affected yourcademic performance (ie) Death of Immediate Family Member, lliness,
Major Life Event, etc. Decision of appeal will be mailed or emailed to you within 30 days of receipt of
the appeal. Submission of an appeal is not an automatic approval. Submissipacaiceemic

suspension appeal is also not related to financial aid suspension appeals, and academic decisions have
no bearing on the financial aid status.

The appeal should be submitting to the Financial Aid Office. The submissions requirements are detaile
in the notification letter sent to you. Below is an outline of what is required. Any original documents
turned in will not be returned so please be sure to remit copies.
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- Typed personal statement explaining the extenuating circumstance analctiens you are taking
to ensure future academic success.

- Supporting documentation of extenuating circumstance

If the appeal is approved you will be placed on Financial Aid Probation.

Financial Aid Probation

If the student appeal is approveddtstudent will be placed on Financial Aid Probation. The

probationary period is one (1) payment period/term. A payment period at JU is either a Fall, Spring, or
Summer term, and is the next term of enroliment regardless if the student is receivingiéihaiakin

that term or not. At the conclusion of the payment period/term the financial aid office will review to
ensure that the student is now meeting the SAP standards in order to qualify for further Title IV Funding.
If they are not making SAP stards again at that time, they will be on financial aid suspension again

and be required to turn in an academic plan.

Academic Contract

An academic contract is to be developed between student and academic advisor. The student must
make academic plans feach term and meet the requirements of the plan. The plan should be in
efforts to get the student back to the qualitative and quantitative standards from the section above.
Financial aid will monitor the progress of a student by reviewing the acadeamcpbmitted and the
degree audit for the student. If the student fails to meet the conditions outlined in their academic plan,
the student will not be able to submit any further appeals or academic plans and will be on permanent
financial aid suspensidnom the university.

Academic contracts can be obtained from the JU Financial Aid Office.

Reestablishing Financial Aid Eligibility without Appeal

If the student is allowed to attend JU academically, they may continue at their own expense to attempt
to improve completion rates and/or GPA issues. Once a student is back into compliance with SAP, they
may contact the financial aid office for review of reinstatement of their financial aid.

Basic Credit Hour Requirements

Students are expected to earmainimum number of credit hours as determined for their enroliment
status; i.e., fultime, three quartertime, halftime, to maintain satisfactory academic progress. For a
full-time student, a minimum of 24 credits must be earned in the academic yeare Gaatertime
students must earn a minimum of 18 credits during the academic year, antirhalstudents must
earn a minimum of 12 credits during the academic year.

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Withdrawals and Refunds

Students who receive Title IV federal student aid funds and who withdraw, drop out, are dismissed or

take a leave of abseng®ior to completing 60 percent of a semester are subject to Federal Return of

Funds requirements. The applicable Title IV financial aid programs include Federal Pell Grants, Federal
SEOG Grants, Federal ACG and SMART Grants, Federal Perkins Loansd Smoisidiisubsidized

Federal Stafford Loans, and Federal PLUS Loans.

For Example For a semester that begins on August 30 and ends on December 15 (with no scheduled
breaks), the denominator used to determine the amount of federal student aid earned by a student who
withdraws fully would be 105 days.

student who withdraws on October 1 (day 33) would have earned 33/105, or 31.43 percent, of the
federal student aid disbursed for the semester. The Financial Aid Office will recalculate the student
award and return 68.57 percent of the federal student aid to the federal student aid programs. If $1,000
in Federal Stafford Loan funds were disbursed, the University would be required to return $686 to the
lender of the funds. The student would then owe Jamiville University $686, plus any other unpaid
charges due.

Semester/Credit Hours

A semester or credit hour represents the successful completion of a minimum oflooer session of
classroom instruction pareek for a semester of not less than fifteen weeks. This basic measure may be
adjusted proportionately to reflect modified academic calendars and formats of study. One credit hour
should involve an input of at least three hours per week for the averagkentye.g. one hour of class

and two hours of oubf-class preparation). Typically, a three credit hour course meets for thfemd
sessions per week for fifteen weeks for a total of 45 sessions.

Credit hours are granted for various types of instructias follows:

Grade Appeal Process

y

It is up to each instructor to determine the criteria by which students will be graded. Grading can be a
subjective process in which knowledge of class material and the quality of work are both factored into
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the grade. Tdacilitate the success of all students it is appropriate that they be clearly informed about

the number of graded assignments and the weight attached to each assignment. If more specific criteria
for grades can be explained, it is appropriate that sucHamations are included in the syllabus or other
course materials. It is also appropriate for students to be informed if class attendance and participation
will be calculated in the final grade. Faculty may provide work for extra credit but are under no
obligation to do so.

Since Jacksonville University students are expected to adhere to the highest standard of academic
honesty, grades for courses may also be affected by academic misconduct. To underscore the
importance of truth, honesty andccountability, students and instructors should adhere to the following
standard:

Academic misconduct is defined as follows:

Any form of cheating, including concealed notes during exams, copying or allowing others to
copy from an exam, students substituting for one another in exams, submission of another
person's work for evaluation, preparing work for another person's submmissioauthorized
collaboration on an assignment, submission of the same or substantially similar work for two
courses without the permission of the professors. Plagiarism is a form of Academic Misconduct
that involves taking words, ideas or any other madkfiom a source, either verbatim or in
paraphrase, with acknowledging the original author through proper citation(s). Cutting and
pasting from any source including the Internet, as well as purchasing papers, are forms of
plagiarism.

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The faculty regards all incidents of academic misconduct as major offenses which milindisc
action. Faculty members will handle each case of academic misconduct in accordance with their own
course policy. In the spirit of academic freedom, no further action is required from the instructor
following the action taken in response to the itent of academic misconduct if the student agrees to
the penalty. However, it is strongly recommended that faculty members report all incidents of academic
misconduct to the Senior Vice President for Academic Affairs, with notification to the divisios ahd
appropriate college dean, in order to identify students who commit additional future incidents of
academic misconduct. In addition, the instructor may recommend to the appropriate Division Chair, or
College Dean if the department or academic umivhich the course is taught is not part of a division,
further sanctions against the student deemed appropriate for the level of academic misconduct. These
sanctions may include academic probation, suspension or expulsion. If the sanctions recommended by
the instructor are not approved, the instructor may appeal the decision of the Chair/Dean to the Senior
Vice President for Academic Affairs. If there is still disagreement, the instructor may refer the decision of
the Senior Vice President for Academicakff back to the Chair/Dean of the academic unit from which
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the appeal originated. The Chair/Dean shall then form apgmeon appeal committee along the same
guidelines used for the formation of a committee to hear a student appeal (see below).

StandardProcedure for Appeals of Grades and Sanctions

It is understood that students may have questions about their grades. Most can easily be answered
through consultation with the instructor. In the event that a student feels he/she has been treated
unfairly,in that an instructor has deviated from his/her prescribed formula for grading in an arbitrary or
punitive manner, the student may appeal the grade.

University Honors Program

The University Honors ProgramdJaicksonville University aims to challenge academically talented, highly
motivated students to develop intellectual curiosity and rigor, independent reasoning and creativity,
superior communication skills, leadership, and a system for ethical decisa&ing.

enables students with strong academic records and a desire to excel in the pursuit of knowledge to join
with select faculty to form a community within the University that supports outstanding scholarship,
personal growth, and service. Thergoulum exposes students to interdisciplinary experiences and
encourages them to make connections among domains of knowledge; fosters leadership; guides
students to assess and reflect on their beliefs and values; encourages students to identify and assess
personal, academic, and professional goals; provides opportunities for individual research and creativity;

study alongside local students. The University considers international experience to be an integral part
of liberal arts and profesional education for the 21st century. JU is dedicated to providing a global
education for its students through the International Education Programs (IEP) office. IEP offers a full
catalog of programs accessible to most students and majors. Studenttudgrakroad for as short a

time as Spring Break or two to six weeks in the summers, or as long as an academic year. IEP provides
quality international academic experiences at some of the most prestigious institutions of higher
education in Europe, AustraliAsia, Africa, and Latin America. Whether students are interested in
developing their language skills, immersing themselves in other cultures or earning credit toward their
degrees, IEP will help students realize their international academic goals.

JU sudy abroad programs are unique in many ways. Most courses are taught in English. Programs are
designed to be affordable to all students; in addition, students may be eligible for federal and state
financial aid to participate.

JU recognizes the educational value of an undergraduate research experiencecéutse sequece in
undergraduate research has been established. Eligible students may enroll in scheduled courses
assigned the departmental prefix and the number 373 (Research Preparation) and 374 (Undergraduate
Research) for two credit hours each. A second alternditiweligible students is to enroll in independent
study for research projects under the direction of research professors who lead students through the
designated steps in research design, execution, and analysis. These courses are designed to give the
student experience, beginning with the conceptualization and design of a research project, through the
literature search, data gathering and analysis, and writing the results in a format suitable for publication.
Students should consult with the college deanglivision chairs in their areas of study.

Independent Study

Independent study is available to junior or senior students in good academic standing and to Graduate
students. All fields are open to this academic alternative. A variety of designs angraged: travel

study, semiprofessional work, or research experience. The title and description of the design and
content must be submitted to the supervising instructor, the appropriate division chair, and the college
dean at least one month prior to regyiation. If approved, the course will be assigned a title and
departmental prefix, plus a course number from the series 199, 387, 388, 487, 488 and 591.

Independent study design may not duplicate any course listed in the Catalog, and credit may not be
taken on a pass/fail basis. A student may enroll for a maximum of six (6) credit hours of independent
study each semester and is limited to a maximum of 12 credit hours for undergraduates and six (6)
credit hours for Graduate Students.

Academic Standards oProgress

JU enforces a policy of standards of academic progress. The quality of work completed must meet the
minimum standards published in this Catalog, or the student will be placed on probation, suspended, or
dismissed. To graduate from JU, an undergedd student is required to have a minimum cumulative

GPA of 2.0; a graduate student is required to have a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0. The University
reviews the academic progress of students each term and informs those not making satisfactory
progressso that appropriate corrective actions may be taken.

Career Development Center

TheCareer Development Center helps JU students make informed career choices and design effective
transitions from undergraduate study to careers and graduate education. Services and programs are
provided to encourage students to begin the career planninggss®arly by exploring prospective

majors and careers and developing career decisiaking skills. Later, students visit the center to

gather information on internships, job search strategies and graduate school opportunities. Through
facilitations on bumess etiquette, resumes, market research, interviewing and negotiation, students are
taught the skills needed to conduct a sdifected job search.

Student Counseling Center

Enrolled students may schedule appointments with professional counselors Stukent Counseling
Center. Assistance is available for problems related to stress, anxiety, depression, eating disorders,
relationship issues, alcohol and drugs, and family concerns. Confidentiality is protected under Florida
law. Students requiring loRerm counseling may request refetrservices from the counselors.

Disabled Student Services

The Student Life Office coordinates disabled student services. Available resources include, but are not
limited to, assistance with special accommodations, academic adjustments, study or tutorial assistance,
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lifestyle management, service coordination widther University departments, community agency
referrals, and referral for testing and for reevaluation.

International Student Services

To assist international students in maintaining status with the U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Service
and transitioring smoothly to life in the United States and at JU, the University has designated an
international student advisor in the Student Life Office. The advisor guides international students

The requirements for the Biology major
emphasize the couesrequirements for medical, dental, physical or occupational therapy and other
professional schools. By carefully selecting biology electives, undergraduates may prepare with an
appropriate concentration for the particular field in which to continue tleturdies in graduate school or
an allied health licensure program.

Chemistry

The Chemistry major is designed to provide both the conceptual framework and the practical experience
necessary to prepare students for a career in chemistry. Graduates from the program have been
employed in chemical industries, regulatory agencies, fdodiaboratories, clinical laboratories, and
schools. Careers include chemical analysis, chemical preparation, teaching, research, development,
sales, management, and health professions.

In addition, the chemistry major provides an excellent preparatiosrgraduate studies in chemistry and
chemistryrelated fields. The Chemistry major also provides the necessary foundation for entry into
medical, dental, and pharmacy schools. Typically, half of the graduates attend graduate, medical, dental,
or pharmacyschool; with most of the remaining graduates obtaining positions within chemical

industries, regulatory agencies, or schools.

Communication

The communication program is an interdisciplinary major based in the liberal arts. It emphasizes the
development of careelevel skills in written, oral, interpersonal, electroaied visual communication.
Theoretical, historical, societal and pragmatic perspectives of communication are explored. The
curriculum includes a core curriculum that focuses on the theory, law, ethics, principles, procedures and
practices of mass, public dinterpersonal communication. Students can choose areas of specialization
in print journalism, broadcast journalism, public relations, advertising, and speech communication. Pre
professional experiences gained on studemh media, communication studentganizations, on

campus practica and effampus internships provide an essential component to the curriculum.

The curriculum includes the integration of classroom instruction withsodessional work experience
on the Navigator, the weekly Universitgwspaper; the Riparian, the University yearbook; a campus
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news and feature magazine; the Aquarian, the University literary and arts magazine; Dolphin News; the
University television channel, and Dolphin Radio, the studentonline radio station. Studestalso

have the opportunity to participate in several exdcarricular activities including intercollegiate

forensics, communication professional organizations and Lambda Pi Eta, national communications honor
society.

Graduates may enter many fieldxluding journalism, public relations, advertising, radio, television

news, television production, graphic design, management, marketing, education, social services and the
arts. The communication program also provides a fine foundation for graduate istudynly in

journalism and mass communication but also in business, law, social work and library science.

nine (9) credit hours in a selectedea of specialization. A total of 42 credit hours is required for the
communications major although students may take additional hours in communication as electives to a
maximum of 45 credit hours.

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Engineering

The Engineering programs at Jacksonville University are dual degree in nature and are aimed at earning
two college degrees (usually in fiyears, as long as the student enters JU at or above a Calculus | level
and makes satisfactory progress through the program each semester). To implement these programs, JU
has established affiliations with seven of the most prestigious engineering instisuin the nation:

Columbia University, Georgia Institute of Technology, University of Florida, University of Miami, Mercer
University, Washington University in St. Louis and Stevens Institute of Technology. Students may also
transfer to engineering pragms at other regionally accredited colleges and universities, so long as they
make appropriate arrangements with officials at JU and the selected school. It is strongly recommended
that students pursue completing their engineering degrees at ARRERedied programs to allow them

to pursue PE licensure.

Some of the most popular engineering majors possible through the dual degree programs include
aerospace, architectural, biomedical, chemical, civil, computer, electrical, environmental, industrial,
materids, mechanical, manufacturing, nuclear, ocean and petroleum engineering.

The dual degree programs provide a much stronger and broader foundation (not only in natural sciences
and mathematics, but also in the liberal arts and fine arts) than is avaitabiaditional engineering

curricula. This broad background is particularly advantageous in assisting students to see more clearly
how their selected engineering specialties meet the present and future societal needs and how to
effectively communicate thewiews to peers, clients, and the public at large. Furthermore, such a

diverse background gives the graduates of these programs a flexibility to change careers as needed. In
addition to the diversity of majors, the possession of two college degrees \yiltte graduates of

these programs to compete and win better opportunities and higher salaries in the job market. For more
detailed information on these programs, you may refer to the departmental engineering Website:

Upon the completion of the requirements listed
for any of the four options and completion of the engineering program at the Al, the participants will
receive both their engineering degree and JU degree at the end girtiggram. Students must apply to
graduate from JU in order to receive their JU degree. The majority of Als require an overall GPA of 3.0 on
a scale of 4.0 for transfer into their engineering programs and some require a GPA of 3.0 in science and
mathematicscourses. The affiliated institutions offer a wide spectrum of engineering degree options.

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Theengineering physics and engineering mathematics options can be coupled with any engineering
major of choice. The chemistry option can be coupled with biomedical, chemical, petroleum or any
other engineering major sharing a considerable overlap in cuaidiie biology option can be coupled
with biomedical, bioengineering, or any other relevant engineering discipline sharing a common
academic background.

Students who decide to stay at JU and defer their engineering studies to a future date can finish the
four-year curriculum of their chosen options offered by the respective departments. Students who
transfer to Jacksonville University with approved college credits may shorten their time of residency at
JU, depending on the set of courses for which thegirexcredit.

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English

Courses in English improve the reading, writing, and analytical skills of students, siffat into the
structure of the English language, explore film as an art form and develop an appreciation for great
literature. As such, an English major is excellent preparation for the graduate study of literature and
communication, for medical schoddw school, and secondary education. It opens the way to many
positions in government and private industry, including editing, technical writing, advertising, public
relations, communication, sales, marketing, personnel management, systems engineering and
programming. Within the major, in order to provide a firm foundation for more advance study later,
students take three broadange survey courses, preferably early in the program. Additionally, in order
to acquire range and balance, majors take one ceimghe English language, chosen from Linguistics or
Grammar. English majors are also advised to take a varied selection from other English courses,
including period surveys, literary genres, film, major figures, and writing courses.

Because of the wide diversity of offerings and the expectation that English majors should improve their
intellectual background and flexibility, students are encouraged to broaden their experience with
additional courses beyond the minimum required for thajor.

(Women in Humanities), themes (Science & Technology) or social issues.

The Humanities major provides thasis of a strong liberal arts education, preparing students for

success in a number of fields ranging from law, education, and journalism to business, government, and
other fields. The major emphasizes cultural literacy, aesthetics, critical thinkitimgaot research skills

that are presented in a variety of formats many of which utilize modern technology. The goal of the
program is to expose students to a canon of interdisciplinary works that will enable them to be adept in
a variety of interpretive lglls from cultural, aesthetic and historical literacy to structural and

philosophical interpretation of styles, movements and periods. Majors are prepared for graduate school
in a variety of disciplines or professions in areas ranging from educatioerrgoent, law, medicine,

the fine arts or the corporate realm. Students majoring in humanities are encouraged to select a second
discipline as a minor.

Philosophy

The philosophy major introduces the student to the tradition of philosophical reasoning about the
nature of the world, the limits of human knowledge, and the proper course of human conduct. The
curriculum is designed to introduce students to the full ran§ehilosophical thinking, from ontology

and metaphysics to ethics and epistemology. Rather than stress a particular content or approach to
philosophy, the goal of the program is to graduate majors who have developed the habit of thinking and
writing abou complex philosophical issues in a critical and rigorous manner.

The philosophy program emphasizes the reading of primary texts in the philosophical tradition. In sharp
contrast to the deductive presentation favored by many textbooks that conceal igenaf the

knowledge they present, the use of primary texts permits the student to follow the path of discovery
traveled by the founders of the philosophical tradition. This approach encourages a confidence in the
ability to reason by showing students ttthey are equally capable of using reason to resolve difficult
problems. This unique training is an ideal course of study for students who desire a solid liberal arts
education.

A philosophy major is an excellent preparation for graduate or professsmhalol and provides an
outstanding foundation for careers in journalism, politics, civil service, advertising, law, medicine, public
policy, education, business, marketing and public relations.

Philosophy also is an ideal double major for those seekirgrabine a solid training in the liberal arts
with a more practically oriented vocational degree.

All philosophy courses listed count toward a major in philosophy. A major consists of at least 30 credit
hours of philosophy courses and a maximum of 42 ictealirs. The major consists of seven required
courses and three electives.

In addition, all philosophy majors must satisfy the University speech and writing requirements. The

Students interested in health professional careers, especially those
majoring in nortraditional disciplines should work closely with their academic advisor and the Office of
PreHealth Profedsnal Advising to ascertain that the course requirements of the program to which they
are applying are met.

Dentistry, Medicine and Veterinary Medicine

Students who plan to enter a dental or medical school after graduation should consult with the Pre
Heath Profession Advisors in the Division of Science and Mathematics early in their academic careers.
The prehealth professions program is intended to guide students through the proper courses and
procedures for becoming accepted by a medical school or hidcagprofessional school. The program

MILITARY SCIENCE (ARMY)

TheArmy Reserve Officers Training Corps (ROTC) mission is to prepare future leaders of the United

States Army mentally, morally, and physically for commissioning. The goal is to provide a steady supply

of welleducated junior officers ready to serve their cry. The AROTC program is designed to support

and help ensure success of the student in their academic major at the University, as well as accomplish

the following objectives:

SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAMS

Several AROTC scholarship and-scmolarship programs lead to a commission as ar®ktieutenant

in the U.S. Army. For the scholarship programs outlined, the student receives tuition, uniforms, book
allowance, and $358500 per month subsistence allowance based on seniority. Scholarship students
incur a minimum of a fodyear active dut obligation that starts immediately after graduation and
commissioning. Noscholarship programs are designed for those students who want to be officers, but
do not initially obtain a scholarship. For neaholarship students, the Army provides uniforfany
textbooks and, if selected for advanced standing, pays the student a-$860 per month stipend

during the junior and senior years, respectively. Maholarship students have a minimum of a three
year active duty obligation.

FourYear Scholarship Program

These students are selected through national competition for this program. There is a separate Army
selection process for these scholarships which is highly selective. Historically, each AROTC institution has
abou 25 scholarships available each year. Scholarship students must complete gecifiacademic
requirements.

Two-Year Scholarship Program

These students also are selected through national competition and must have demonstrated excellence

in their firsttwo years of college. If selected, these students attend the Leadership Training Course (LTC)
at Fort Knox, Kentucky. LTC is designed to satisfy the military science requirements that were missed in
the first two years of college. This course will prowida with the leadership skills necessary to

succeed in today's business world. This course is currently 28 days long and is held during the Summer.

FourYear Nurse Scholarship Program

These students also are selected through national competition. Th@nmuprogram is highly structured
and allows few opportunities for electives or tailoring schedules. These students play an active part in
the battalion, but their academic and summer training requirements are much different. Many of the
military science @aurses are waived for the nursing students because there is limited room in their
academic program. Nurse scholarship students must serve on active duty for four years in the Nurse
Corps after commissioning.

FourYear College Program

College Program studés are not on scholarship, but may receive a US Army Cadet Command
scholarship as early as six months after starting their program if scholarship funding is available, if they
meet certain academic and aptitude requirements, and if they are nominateg tbéProfessor of

Military Science. These students are fully integrated into the battalion and take all of the military science
courses required of scholarship students.

Two-Year College Program

This program is similar in requirements to the AROTGYe&oScholarship, but participants do not

receive scholarships. Students in this program go to LTC for summer training and will be commissioned
upon graduation.

LEADERSHIP DEVELOPMENT ASSESSMENT COURSE

Leadership Development Assessment Course (LDAC) theld.awis Washington, takes place during

the summer between the junior and senior year. LDAC provides the Army with a means to evaluate the

quality of cadets across the country.
